Shiga-toxin producing E. coli associated with
Royal Adelaide Show

The Communicable Disease Control Branch (CDCB) has been notified of three cases of
Shiga-toxin producing E. coli (STEC) infection in children who have attended the recent
Royal Adelaide Show. Two of these children are known to have had contact with animals
at the Animal Nursery, and one has developed Haemolytic Uraemic Syndrome (HUS).
While CDCB is searching for other links between the cases, as a precaution we are
advising of this cluster, so that you may consider it in patients presenting with symptoms.

The incubation period for STEC infection usually ranges from 3 to 8 days but may be
longer.

Symptoms of STEC infection include
« Simple or bloody diarrhoea
« Abdominal cramps
« Little or no fever or vomiting

A small percentage of patients with STEC go on to develop HUS, with haemolytic
anaemia, thrombocytopaenia and renal failure. Children and the elderly are especially
susceptible.

Please arrange for a faecal specimen to be tested for all cases presenting with possible
STEC infection. Requests should include testing for bacterial and viral causes of
gastroenteritis.

Treatment is supportive; antibiotics are not indicated.

Molecular typing available to date shows that these infections are not related to the
recent large outbreak in Europe.

STEC infection is a notifiable disease and you are requested to telephone notifications
immediately to CDCB (1300 232 272) at any time of day or night.
